A Word from your Pastor

orshiping at LCMS
Wcongregations across the U.S.|i
today is (in the words of Forre{ 1 .

Gump) "like a box of chocolates; you
never know what you're gonna get."
Across the LCMS today about 40% of
congregations still use 1941's The Lutheran
Hymnal (the red TLH, what St. John uses), 40%
use 1982's Lutheran Worship (Blue, LW, what
Bethlehem uses), and the rest use a mixture or
don't use any hymnal at all. This was the reason
that, in 1999, our Synod resolved to carefully and
deliberately prepare a new hymnal... a hymnal that
would be suitable for years to come, and one that
all the congregations of our Synod could use.

This hymnal would not only update some
things from TLH (without making the mistakes
that were made with LW), but it would incorporate
the best elements of both hymnals. | have watched
this process for years with keen interest,
participated in the process by giving review and
opinions, and | have to say that they've done it the
right way. Every step has been carefully field-
tested. The proof is what happened at the 2004

Synodical Convention in St. Louis. As contentious
as our Church conventions are, the 2005
convention overwhelmingly (almost unanimously)
approved the new hymnal.

More information will be coming, including
a DVD that will be shown to both churches about
the new hymnal (the Lutheran Service Book, or
LSB), but | want to put in front of you my belief
that we should plan to purchase this book when it
Is published. There are many good reasons for
this, and I'll summarize a few here:

The liturgical content is sound. The
services we use from both the red and the blue
hymnals will be in the new hymnal, along with
other good orders of service.

All 150 Psalms, plus Luther's Small
Catechism, in addition to several other important
resources, will be included. Only a selection of
the psalms are in our current hymnals.

There will no longer be separate “Hymn
numbers” versus “Page numbers!" so using the
hymnal itself will become much much easier.

Most of the hymns from all our previous
hymnals will be included, and certainly almost
every one we've ever sung here.



The hard-to-sing tunes from Bethlehem's
blue hymnal will be all changed back to easy-to-
sing tunes, which should dramatically improve the
quality of our singing at Bethlehem.

There will be an electronic version that we
can use to print bulletins or project on screens,
including additional songs that didn't make the
print version, making this hymnal much more
flexible and let us use it in many different settings.

In addition, having the same hymnals at
both churches would allow us to stop printing two
entirely different bulletins— saving time, money,
and confusion.

Finally, because the book will be so easy to
use, we can (when we choose) actually have
services where we don't need a printed order, we
can just use the book, without confusing our
visitors.

I'm using my space in the newsletter this
month to let you know that | am strongly
encouraging both congregations to pursue this
course. If you have any concerns, please talk to
me about them. | know that hymnals are often a
very emotional issue, and that some of you might
have a hard time with the idea of replacing our old
hymnals, especially if we haven't really even worn
them out yet. However, the benefits far outweigh
the negatives. This move by both congregations
will help to draw us together, aid our worship, and
enable to us to walk closer with all the
congregations in our Missouri Synod. (To help
you see the benefits of this, check out the Hymnal
Preview opportunity described on pg. 4).

A hymnal can be a powerful tool to share
our faith across generations. The replacement of
hymnals is a momentous event. Please join me in
praying and discussing this!

Commandment "You Shall Not Commit
Adultery” (LC, TC 202-205)

nasmuch as there is such a shameless mess a
I cesspool of all sorts of immorality and

indecency among us, this commandment is als
directed against eery form of unchastity, no matter
what it is called. Not only is the outward act
forbidden, but also every kind of cause,
provocation and means, so that your heart, your
lips, and your entire body may be chaste and
afford no occasion, aid, or encouragement to
unchastity.

Not only that, but you are to defend,
protect, and rescue your neighbors whenever they
are in danger or need ... so that they may retain



their honor. Whenever you fail to do this
(although you could prevent a wrong) or do not
even lift a finger (as if it were none of your
business), you are just as guilty as the culprit who
commits the act.

In short, all are required both to live
chastely themselves and also to help their
neighbors to do the same. Thus God wants to
guard and protect every husband or wife through
this commandment against anyone who would
violate them.

John's held an annual Missions-fest, or mission
festival. An all-Sunday affair, these gala events
featured guest speakers, and huge meals, often
with a nearby woods as the setting. The entire
community enjoyed the rare opportunity for
fellowship" (page 6). The 18%Anniversary book
says, "It was normally near the end of summer
school that the Mission Fests were held as well.
According to Clarence Pilgrim, there was no
mission budget except for the Mission Fest held
once a year. A guest pastor would be invited to
preach the sermon, a noon meal would be
prepared, and once again stands were setup unde
the maple trees. There were games for the
children, and a ‘'fishpond,' where, for a small price,
they could fish for prizes" (page 11).
